Aiming for the Top 
 

Aiming for the Top is a program that the Ontario Government has introduced to reward 
students who graduate with top marks at their high school, and who plan to continue their 
studies at an Ontario college or university.  Students who maintain an 80 per cent average at 
the post-secondary level can receive these scholarships, which are worth up to a maximum 
of $3,500 per year, for up to four years in total. 
 
This year, the Government invested more than $17 million in Aiming for the Top Tuition 
Scholarships that are being issued to more than 8,000 students from high schools across 
Ontario.   
 
 In the York Region District School Board, 366 students have received scholarships.  We can 
all be very proud of the accomplishments of these students, their teachers, and their high 
schools.  As these students move on to college or university, their scholarships will provide 
both concrete financial support and recognition of their academic achievement. 
 
 

Pow-Wow in Sutton 
 

The eighth annual “Pow-Wow,” organized by Isadore Toulouse and Dawn Sillaby-Smith, 
will take place at Sutton District High School on Saturday, O ctober 27.  This year’s theme is 
Learning from our Elders.  Elders in the native community are responsible for teaching 
traditional beliefs.  This year, organizers would like to promote the respect that is to be 
shown to those with these responsibilities. 
 
The Pow-Wow gets under way with an opening ceremony that includes the Grand Entry, 
where dances enter from the eastern doorway and drummers from surrounding First Nation 
communities perform.  Drummers, dancers and vendors come from various tribes such as 
Ojibwe, Cree, Iroquian, Sioux, and Mic-Mac. 
 
Approximately 1,500 people are expected to attend the one-day event.
