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198 Easy Wood Projects – Provides the furniture-making component of Construction Technology and 
Integrated Technology and easily covers projects that the intermediate level students are capable of 
completing.

Comment trouver le leader en vous – A primary, practical French resource which is highly appropriate 
for the age, emotional, social and cognitive development of French Immersion students taking the 
leadership course. 

Contemporary Living – This text provides an objective, sensitive presentation of contemporary issues 
facing today’s students.  Students will study their development as individuals and family members and 
learn to identify the attitudes, values, standards, and goals that will influence their decision-making. 

Defining Canada: History, Identity, and Culture – Examines the evolution of the Canadian national 
identity.  Starting from pre-contact times, the text traces the social, economic, and political changes in 
Canada to our present-day society.

Hospitality Services: Food & Lodging – This resource presents an overview of the hospitality industry.  
The text then concentrates on the roles and responsibilities of various workers in restaurants and hotels, 
from chefs and servers to front desk agents and executive housekeepers.  The basics of management 
and the business side of hospitality are also covered.  

Introduction to Object-Oriented Programming with Flash MX – Flash MX is an animation program 
designed to be used on its own, or more commonly, with Internet web pages.  Flash has a programming 
language called ActionScript built right into it.  This book teaches the basics of programming in an object-
oriented manner. 

Investments: Analysis and Management, Canadian Edition – A thorough text for an introductory 
course in finance.  The text looks at finance and investment issues both quantitatively and qualitatively, 
discussing how decisions are made from both the investors and the issuers of securities point of view. 

Investments: Fourth Canadian Edition – This text provides an in-depth coverage of capital markets, 
including investment decisions, understanding risks, diversification of investments, etc. 

Japanese for Young People 1: Kana Workbook– This workbook provides a step-by-step approach to 
learning two of the three Japanese scripts (Hirangana and Katakana).  Students will use this resource to 
practise writing, learn vocabulary, and recognize words.   

L’Estime de soi – An excellent resource for small group discussion and ISP presentations as part of the 
leadership course focussing on building self-confidence, self-esteem and healthy interpersonal 
communication skills.  It focuses on self-image and accepting oneself.  This book contains useful charts 
and reinforces character traits that help build healthy relationships. 

L’Étoffe des leaders: les principes cardinaux du leadership – A primary resource for a leadership 
course which addresses in great depth two key areas: personal and interpersonal efficiency; and 
managerial and organizational development.  An excellent preparation for active involvement in leadership 
groups such as student council. 

L’éveil de votre puissance intérieure – A resource appropriate to the learner’s age language level, 
emotional, social and cognitive development.   This is an excellent support resource for group work/ISP 
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research for students taking a French Immersion leadership course. 

L’intelligence émotinnelle – These books focus on cultivating positive emotions which allow one to 
flourish in the workplace.  Students explore concepts of social and emotional intelligence.  They learn 
about self-regulation, self-control, emotion and motivation, social radar, how to influence others, 
collaboration, teams and collective IQ and emotionally intelligent systems. 

L’intelligence émotionnelle: Accepter ses émotions pour developper une intelligence nouvelle – 
This resource will greatly assist personal and interpersonal knowledge and skill development.  It will help 
students reach a new level of social and emotional awareness and is highly appropriate for the age, 
emotional, social and cognitive development of French Immersion students taking the leadership course. 

L’intelligence émotionnelle-2 – A student pocketbook which focuses on cultivating positive emotions 
which allow one to flourish in the workplace.  Students explore concepts of social and emotional 
intelligence.  They learn about self-regulation, self-control, emotion and motivation, social radar, how to 
influence others, collaboration, teams and collective I.Q.   

Le Pari des Maple Leafs – A young woman becomes the goaltender for the Toronto Maple Leafs.  The 
other players, who are male, are very unhappy and someone places drugs in her suitcase.

Leadership et travail équipe – An excellent primary or enrichment resource for the Guidance and Career 
Studies leadership course.  It is highly appropriate for the linguistic level, age, social, emotional and 
cognitive development of students taking this course.  It presents charts, illustration sand pneumonic 
devices for organizing information and grasping key concepts. 

Les 7 habitudes des Ados bien dans leur peau – A guide which progressively helps teenagers to 
improve self-esteem, build friendships, resist peer pressure, reach objectives, and establish more 
harmonious relationship with parents. 

Les Sept habitudes de ceux qui réalisent tout ce qu’ils entreprennent – This resource teaches about 
seven habits that lead to success.  These are taught in a series of steps which lead to increased maturity.  
The steps integrate principles of equity, integrity and human dignity.  Students acquire an increased level 
of awareness that helps them to achieve improved communication and problem-solving skills. 

Les Sept habitudes des familles épanouies – Based on 7 principles, this book will assist students to be 
proactive, set goals, establish priorities, and set themselves up for win-win situations.  They will also learn 
to seek to be understood - then to understand, create synergy in the family environment and renew 
resources, resulting in increased harmony. 

Les six clés de la confiance en soi – Offering basic principles of self confidence, this highly 
motivational, uplifting resource is excellent for small group study.   

Literacy Power (+ teacher guide) – This resource includes sheet passages in a variety of styles which 
are accompanied by focused questions, response activities and prior reading exercises.  It provides 
support for the classroom teacher in preparing students for the Grade 10 literacy test. 

Lord of the Nutcracker Men – Ten-year-old Johnny eagerly plays at war with the army of nutcracker 
soldiers his toymaker father whittles for him.  His father goes off to war.  The letters that arrive from 
Johnny’s dad reveal the ugly realities of combat.  This is a testament to the men who fought in the First 
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World War. 

Math On Call: A Mathematics Handbook (+ teacher resource)– A comprehensive, user-friendly 
resource book which helps students become more independent in researching and reviewing math 
concepts and strategies.  It provides information on many topics and features numerous examples with 
detailed explanations and easy-to-follow charts. 

Mathematics: Applying the Concepts 9 – Intended for use in the grade 9 applied math program.  The 
organization, layout, and activities throughout the book lend themselves to the “hands-on” learner.   

Modern Carpentry (+ Instructor’s Manual) – A colourful, easy-to-understand source of authoritative and 
up-to-date information on building materials and construction methods.  It provides detailed coverage of all 
aspects of light frame construction. 

Molière – This text provides biographical information on Molière and a chart of chronological life events.  
It contains Molière’s complete works.  This includes 33 full plays as well as his poetry. 

Nouvelle grammaire communicative (+answer key) – A resource which covers 47 different 
grammatical areas, including verb tables.  It also provides many opportunities for progressing from 
grammar exercises towards putting the grammatical feature into meaningful communicative contexts.  
This would make an excellent grammar reference text for both grade 10 and 11 French Immersion. 

Nouvelles frontières 11e Anothologie – This resource includes poems, articles, interviews, short stories 
and excerpts from around the Francophone world.  Each entry is preceded by a short biography of the 
author.  The last 35 pages include examples of the grammar and language structures to be recognized 
and used by students at this level, as well as verb conjunctions and vocabulary. 

Obentoo 1– Provides a functional approach to learning Japanese for beginner students.  The ability to 
communicate in a variety of situations is stressed.  This resource is colourful and of high-interest to 
students. 

Oggi in Italia, 7th edition (+audio tape and workbook) – This resource emphasizes the development of 
oral communication, reading and writing skills in the target language.  Students have ample practice 
activities to continuously improve language skills.  Dialogue, readings and cultural notes provide students 
with insights into Italian heritage. 

Priorité aux Priorités – A resource to help student to identify objectives, establish priorities, manage time 
and work as a team to achieve goals 

Provoquez le leadership: Pour réussir dans le monde – This resource provides excellent charts and 
memory aids to help reinforce important leadership concepts.  It is highly appropriate for the age, 
emotional, social and cognitive development of French Immersion students taking the leadership course. 

Random House Japanese-English English-Japanese Dictionary– An up-to-date bilingual dictionary 
with over 50,000 entries.  Japanese entries are written in the Roman alphabet (to facilitate student 
access) and are arranged alphabetically according to the Roman alphabet, rather than by Japanese 
syllabary order.  Japanese definitions and entries are also written in Japanese script. 

Select Readings – Intermediate Student Book – This text provides learners with high-interest reading 
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passages, many of them adapted from authentic sources.  These passages act as springboards into 
reading comprehension activities, reading skills development, vocabulary building, grammatical analysis 
and practice, and thought-provoking discussion and writing.  

Select Readings – Pre-Intermediate Student Book – This text provides learners with high-interest 
reading passages, many of them adapted from authentic sources.  These passages act as springboards 
into reading comprehension activities, reading skills development, vocabulary building, grammatical 
analysis and practice, thought-provoking discussion and writing.

The novel explores the dangers of 
high school cliques, and a teenager’s struggle to find a way to make her own voice heard. 

Successful Sewing – A resource designed for use by beginning and experienced sewing students.  The 
text teaches construction skills and includes creative ideas for making sewing fun and profitable.  It also 
includes expanded information on stabilizers, stitchless construction aids, decorative seams, and machine 
embroidery. 

Technology – This resource will help students realize how technology affects people and the world in 
which we live.  Numerous illustrations and easy-to-read text enable understanding of how people use 
technology, and why technological systems work the way they do. 

Technology: Design and Applications – Studying and applying the lessons included in this book will 
provide students with the solid content and the hands-on/minds-on experiences that will enable them to 
understand contemporary technology, while preparing to make good decisions regarding future 
technology opportunities and options. 

The ABC’s in Rhyme, Chant and Song – This big book presents 31 pages of rhymes for young children 
to read.  The book presents an alphabet rhyme as the first poem and one rhyme for each letter.  Pictures 
of objects that begin with a specific letter are displayed on the appropriate page.  Also, both uppercase 
and lower case letters appear at the top of the page. 

The Canadian Securities Course (Vol. 1-3) – This course consists of 3 volumes used for the Canadian 
Securities Course (CSC).  The CSC is used by the Canadian Securities Institute, an umbrella organization 
that oversees and provides accreditation to the Canadian Financial Services industry.  The CSC course is 
the first step for an industry accreditation and is the motivation for a high school interdisciplinary studies 
finance and investment course. 

The Last Crossing– The characters in this novel represent a range of men and women from a cross-
section of culture and class in the North American West during the last 1800s. 

The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe – A story of four children who are transported to the imaginary 
world of Narnia where they encounter many adventures and meet characters such as the White Witch and 
Asian the Lion. Their experiences make profound changes in their lives as a result of what they learn 
and do. 

The Oxford Picture Dictionary for Kids – This dictionary is designed for children learning English and 
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presents over 700 words in the context of 60 topics using pictures that tell stories.  It defines vocabulary 
with callout pictures to help children isolate each item and also includes verbs and nouns together to 
encourage students to use language in context. 

The Oxford Student’s Dictionary of English – This dictionary, with over 40,000 references is aimed at 
learners who need English in all their school studies.  It has been specially written to include thousands of 
words needed in all subjects. 

The Portable Greek Reader/The Portable Roman Reader 
A collection of primary sources essential for the Classical Language course.  The Ministry guidelines 
require students to read classical authors for English and these readers are good resources in meeting 
that requirement. 

The Sign of the Beaver– After twelve-year-old Matt and his father have finished building a comfortable 
cabin in the Maine wilderness, Matt’s father must leave to bring the rest of the family to the new 
settlement.  Until the day his father returns, Matt must try to survive on his own.  He meets an Indian chief 
and his grandson, Attean.  As the boys come to know each other, Attean learns to speak English, while 
Matt becomes a skilled hunter.  An excellent source of historical information about aboriginals and the 
effect of European settlement on their lives. 

The Struggle to be Strong: True Stories by Teens about Overcoming Tough Times – A collection of 
stories and essays written by and directed at older adolescents.  The topics deal with secondary school 
transition to post-secondary and related life challenges.  Each piece includes thinking, reflection and 
writing prompts. 

The World of Fashion Merchandising – This text presents the business aspects of the fashion world, as 
well as the basics of market economics, textiles, design, and promotion.  It gives an in-depth view of the 
entire textile/apparel/retail soft goods chain and offers a comprehensive study of retail fundamentals and 
strategies for retail success. 

The Writer’s Craft – A comprehensive text on writing skills development and mastery.  It includes 
learning goals, definition of writing types, warm-ups, toolkit items, applications, projects and reading lists. 

True Confessions of a Heartless Girl – A story of a young girl whose teenage difficulties lead her to 
make decisions that have consequences which spin beyond her control.  The main character, Noreen 
Stall, is flawed, but finds redemption in the end.
